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Asparagus and Evesham

The Vale of Evesham is the largest
producer of Asparagus in Northern
Europe via it’s sandy soils which
promote the ease of growing and deep
root systems. The area also hosts the
annual ‘British Asparagus Festival’
which involves both auctions of the
vegetable and a linked music festival
based in and around the Fleece Inn at
Bretforton.

The festival is one of a number around

Asparagus growing in
the Vale of Evesham is
a traditional crop of
the region and is
available between
April and July. The
stalks grow to a
maximum height of
approximately 22cm.

the world celebrating all things
Asparagus with other events taking
place in both California USA and
Germany. The Vale’s asparagus enjoys
‘Protected Name Status’ linking the
vegetable’s production with the area in
a similar manner to that of Champagne
in the Champagne region and
Parmigiano-Reggiano cheese in Italy
where it’s name is also legally
protected. All products using the name
‘Vale of Evesham Asparagus’ have to
observe strict government standards.
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
